Pattusaliar Mahajana Sangham, Madras-1
ORIGIN & HISTORY
Pattisaliar cammunity is one of the oldest weavers' communities
of South India and the people of this community live mostly in
Tamil Nadu, Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka. They have even
spreaded over to Maharashtra and Orissa. These people are most
background both economically and educationally.

In order to have close touch with the people of our community in
different pars of our Mother Land and for betterment of this
downtrodden community, our elders in Madras City assembled
at No. 2/50, Shunmugharoyan Street, Madras-1 on 22-8-1947
and formed a Sangham in the of the community. The huge
gathering of 230 persons in the first meeting was a Land Mark in
the history of the Sangham. It was even the stepping stone for the
uplift of the people of the community. The keen interest and
enthusiasm shown by our elders was indeed praiseworthy and
unforgettable. They named the Sangham as 'Arya Patasali
Mahajana sangham'.

The Governing Body immediately framed Rules & Regulations
and Bye laws by their strenuous work and even registered the
Sangham. The main motto of the Sangham was to afford
educational facilities to the poor boys and girls and to conduct
Adults educational classes not only to the community people but
also for contributing themselves generously and liberally for the
noble cause. A Reading Room and a Library was also opened for
the public. With the help of the funds so collected the due to
insufficient fundsand lack of accommodation in particular.

To fulfil our cherished aims and to implement all our
programmes, the young generation of the later fifties started a
league by name 'PATASALI YOUTHS LEAGUE' under the
presidentship of Sri G. Kulasekharam, an enthusiastic youth at
that time, who inspired many of our youngsters to come forward
forthe noble cause.

A Reading Room and Library was opened and tuition classes
were conducted for the poor School children besides
distributing Free Text Books and Note Books to them. To raise
sufficient funds the League encouraged Fine Arts and many
Benefits Dramatic Performances were stagged during sixties by
the members only.

A Part from the social activities a 'Devotional Wing' of our
members has been rendering religious services through our
'"THIRUVENGADAMUDAYAN BHAKTHA JANA SABH' founded as
back as 1923 by our elder devotees and gifted musicians with a
main motive of retaining the gold spiritual traditions of our by
arranging Bhajans, religious discourses etc., at Mangammal Jane,
Madras-1 before the Shrine of Lord Venkateswara, THE
ALMIGHTY who has witnessing the activities of our people for
more the halfacentury.

The Sabha organises 'Brindavan Festival' during October
November every year and the festival lasts for more the 15 days
with programmes of Bhajans. Upanyasams, Kalakshepams,
Musica Performance, dramas, variety entertainments etc., and it
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ends with the celebration of Gandhiji's Jayanthi and poor feeding
in grand scale. The above festival has been in vogue over decades
eversince theinception of the Sabha.

The Sabha is affiliated with our parent Sangham and the present
Governing Body is mestly responsible for the renovation of the
Temple and its imposement.

In all respects he has proved himself as the best choice fo the post
of President of the Sangham. He is just running forty and though
younginageheisbiginheartand wise as an aged man.

With his initial financial assistance only we have arranged this
charitable show lo achieve our subjects and fulfil the long
cherished desire of our community to construct a
'KALYANAMANDAPAM'.

A GREAT SOUL PASSED AWAY

ALLAMSETTY JAGANNATH the gem of our caste is no more
amongus......

Born in 1924 in the village of Kukudakhandi of Ganjam District,
Odisha, he was the 1945 1st batch student of Brundaban Vidya
Pitha, Hinjilikatu. At that time matriculation was conducted by
Utkal University, Bhubaneswar which was established in 1943.
So he was the first batch matriculate of the University. In 1949
after completion of Graduation he joined as teacher in the same
school and in 1953 he passed BEd from Radhanath Training
College, Cuttack. In 1962 he completed Post Graduation in
Economics with diploma from the famous Ravenshaw College,
Cuttack.
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After completing 14 years of service there, he returned to his
native village to join as 1st Head Master of the then newly
established school in 1964. He worked incessantly for 20 years
strengthening the school and then retired. Even after his
retirement he was again invited as Head Master of the newly
founded Makarjhole High School where he worked for another 8
years and then completely retired.

He was famous as a principled, disciplined, sober, noble and kind
hearted person. During his long sojourn as an educationist he
became a Man making machine. Countless students have
succeeded in their lives occupying key and respectable positions
in the State and country. For his contributions he had also
received innumerable felicitations, certificates, medals from
reputed institutions and persons of high profile.

He was an exemplary character of our caste and was felicitated at
the Silver jubilee celebrations of Bhubaneswar Pattusalli
Welfare Association, Bhubaneswar in 2003 together with
