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KULASEKHARA METTU / KULASEKHARAPPADI

Kulasekharappadi is just before Sri Venkateswara in Sri Vari
garbhaalayam. It is named after the Alwar Kulasekhara. Let us
know little biography of the Alwar and also about the greatness
ofthe Kulasekara Mettu in the temple.

Kulashekhara Varman also known as Kulashekhara Alvar was
one of the 12 Alwars. Kuleshekara alwar was born in the 27th
year after the beginning of the Kali Era (3102 BC) which is 3075
BC. Hamsam of Sri Vishnu's Sri Kousthubam (garland), he was
born in Prabhava year, Maasi month, Sukla Dvadasi, Friday in
Punarpoosa Natshatram (Star). He is considered the seventh in
the line of the twelve azhwars. He authored in Sanskrit
Mukundamala and Perumal Tirumozhi, which is compiled as a
part of Nalayira Divya Prabandham. He is also the author of the
Sanskrit works such as Tapatisamvaranam, Subhadra
dhananjaya and Vichchinnabhiseka.

Kulasekhara was the king of Chera naadu (Kerala). On seeing the
greatness and the masculine character of Kulasekharar, a
Pandiyan king offered his daughter to marriage to Kulasekarar.
He has expanded his territory by invading the war and capturing
the various empires. Kulasekarar had a great attention towards
hearing the purana stories. Likewise, one day an old yogi was
called to tell a story in the puranas. On hearing the story of Sri
Ramar, Kulasekharar was deeply attracted by the life of Sri
Ramar and he totally surrendered towards Sri Ramar. The next
day, the old yogi explained about the war scene that happened in
Ramayana. Upon hearing the Sri Rama- Ravana yuddham, he was
deeply moved by this scene, Kulasekarar thought something
harm was going to happen for Sri Ramar. He ordered his army to
get ready for the war. Such was his involvement towards Sri
Rama. He became propagating Sri Vaishnavism and sung in
praise of Perumal with bhakthi.

Kulasekharappadi : He wished to be a stone-step (Padi /
Metttu) before Perumal and hence the slab in front of Balaji (at
TTD) is known as Kulasekharappadi. (...Padiyaay kidandhu Vun
Pavalavaazh Kaanbene -Tamil paasuram). Gold sheets are
embedded on all the sides of this Padi / Metttu (Bottom, sides
and top). Anna prasadams and cooked prasadams are all placed
for Naivedhyam before this Kulasekharappadi (Kulashekara
Mettu). The prasadams taken inside crossing the
Kulasekharappadi are Milk, Butter, Fruits, Pesarapappu
pannaram and 'Maathra’ (a variety of curd rice- the first
naivedhya prasadam during early morning every day). Only
Archakars and Jeeyar can cross the Kulasekharappadi and go to
Garbhagruham of Sri Varu. No other person is allowed. A curtain
is spread at Kulashekarappadi by archakars and daily
Anushtanam like Dhantha dhavanam (brushing teeth) for
Perumal is done. Then the milk sent from Mahanth matam is

offered to Moolavar followed by butter.

Thomaala Seva is offered to Moolavar two times a day, morning
and evening. These flowers come from 'yamunothara'-flowers
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room. Sannadhi golla with 'pownju’ (torch) on hand invites
'ekangi' (representative of Jeeyar) from yamunotharai. Ekangi
will carry the flower basket on the head and goes inside the
Kulashekarappadinear the Moolavar.

Nivedhana prasadham is kept in a new mud-lid (called Odu in
Tamil) always and offered to Moolavar. This is the only prasadam
kept inside the Kulashekarappadi, whereas all other nivedhyam
like laddu, etc are placed outside the Kulashekarappadi.

'Maathra’' curd rice is served in a broken mud-pot (Matti Odu).
This is in recognition of bhakthi of Bheema, a potter ( Kuruvai

nambi) who offered food in a mud lid ( matti mookudu) to
Perumal. God has consumed happily and was pleased to accept it
daily as the first food to Him, in the same style of offering in a
mud-lid.
